The categories of knock out classes are like classes in Sweden. Girls can play in boys classes. 

Unofficial classes:

*)In “wrong hand”- class you use your weaker ie non playing hand. Nobody is seeded in this class. 

*)Handicap classes are played to 21 points (two serves).Handicap points: The best -8, the following -6 and -4, Elit =  -2,   Class I= 0, II= 4, III= 10, IV= 14, V= 16
